A. Introduction

Eligible Bidders

This Invitation for Bids is open to all subject to para 5 of the invitation for bids.

Minimum Local Content as defined in Para 2 read with 5 of the Order No.
P45021/2/2017-PP(BE-II) dated:16 Sep 2020 issued by DIPP, Ministry of Commerce
and Industries, Gol shall be applicable.

MSEs would be treated as owned by Scheduled Caste/Schedule Tribe enterprises as
under:

a. Incase of proprietary MSE, proprietor(s) shall be SC/ST.

b. Incase of partnership MSE, the SC/ST partnersshall be holdingatleast 51%
(fifty-one percent) shares in the unit.

C. Incase of Private Limited Companies, atleast 51%(fifty-onepercent) shareshall

be held by SC/ST promoters
MSEs owned by women shall also be determined as per the above analogy;/criteria.

Bidders should not be associated, or have been associated in the past, directly or
indirectly, with a firm or any of its affiliates which have been engaged by the
Purchaser to provide consulting services for the preparation of the design,
specifications, and other documents to be used for the procurement of the goods to be
purchased under this Invitation of Bids.

Bids from Joint Ventures, Consortium or Associations are eligible so long as they are
formed and registered prior to the bid submission date.

The bidders who have been temporarily suspended or removed from the list of
registered suppliers by the purchaser or banned from Ministry/country wide
procurement shall be ineligible for participation in the bidding process.

Where no natural person is identified under (1) or (2) or (3) above, the
beneficial owner is the relevant natural person who holds the position of senior
managing official;

In case of a trust, the identification of beneficial owner(s) shall include
identification of the author of the trust, the trustee, the beneficiaries with
fifteen percent or more interest in the trust and any other natural person
exercising ultimate effective control over the trust through a chain of control
or ownership.

An Agent is a person employed to do any act for another, or to represent another in
dealings with third person.

[Applicable for Works contracts, including Turnkey contracts only] The successful
bidder shall not be allowed to sub-contract works to any contractor from a country
which shares a land border with India unless such contractor is registered with the
Competent Authority.

Cost of Bidding

The Bidder shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of its
bid, and “the Purchaser”, will in no case be responsible or liable for these costs,
regardless of the conduct or outcome of the bidding process.

Code of Inteqgrity

The bidders/suppliers should sign a declaration about abiding by the Code of Integrity
for Public Procurement in bid documents. In case of any transgression of this code,
the bidder is not only liable to be removed from the list of registered suppliers, but it
would be liable for other punitive actions such as cancellation of contracts, banning
and blacklisting or action in Competition Commission of India, and so on.

Code of integrity for Public Procurement:

The Purchaser as well as bidders, suppliers, contractors and consultants should
observe the highest standard of ethics and should not indulge in the following
prohibited practices, either directly or indirectly, at any stage during the procurement
process or during execution of resultant contracts:

‘Corrupt practice’: making offers, solicitation or acceptance of bribe, rewards or
gifts or any material benefit, in exchange for an unfair advantage in the
procurement process or to otherwise influence the procurement process or contract
execution;

‘Fraudulent practice’: any omission or misrepresentation that may mislead or
attempt to mislead so that financial or other benefits may be obtained or an
obligation avoided. This includes making false declaration or providing false
information for participation in a tender process or to secure a contract or in
execution of the contract;

‘Anti-competitive practice’: any collusion, bid rigging or anti-competitive
arrangement, or any other practice coming under the purview of the Competition
Act, 2002, between two or more bidders, with or without the knowledge of the
purchaser, that may impair the transparency, fairness and the progress of the
procurement process or to establish bid prices at artificial, non-competitive levels;
‘Coercive practice’: harming or threatening to harm, persons or their property to
influence their participation in the procurement process or affect the execution of
a contract;

‘Conflict of interest’: participation by a bidding firm or any of its affiliates that
are either involved in the consultancy contract to which this procurement is
linked; or if they are part of more than one bid in the procurement; or if the
bidding firm or their personnel have relationships or financial or business
transactions with any official of purchaser who are directly or indirectly related to
tender or execution process of contract; or improper use of information obtained
by the (prospective) bidder from the purchaser with an intent to gain unfair
advantage in the procurement process or for personal gain; and

‘Obstructive practice’: materially impede the purchaser’s investigation into
allegations of one or more of the above mentioned prohibited practices either by
deliberately destroying, falsifying, altering; or by concealing of evidence material
to the investigation; or by making false statements to investigators and/or by
threatening, harassing or intimidating any party to prevent it from disclosing its
knowledge of matters relevant to the investigation or from pursuing the
investigation; or by impeding the purchaser’s Entity’s rights of audit or access to
information;
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1.3.3 Obligations for Proactive disclosures

The Purchaser as well as bidders, suppliers, contractors and consultants, are
obliged under Code of Integrity for Public Procurement to suo-moto proactively
declare any conflicts of interest (coming under the definition mentioned above —
pre-existing or as and as soon as these arise at any stage) in any procurement
process or execution of contract. Failure to do so would amount to violation of
this code of integrity; and

The bidder must declare, whether asked or not in a bid document, any previous
transgressions of such a code of integrity with any entity in any country during the
last three years or of being debarred by any other Procuring Entity. Failure to do
so would amount to violation of this code of integrity;

To encourage voluntary disclosures, such declarations would not mean automatic
disqualification for the bidder making such declarations. The declared conflict of
interest would be evaluated and mitigation steps, if possible, taken by the
purchaser. Similarly, voluntary reporting of previous transgressions of Code of
Integrity elsewhere may be evaluated and barring cases of various grades of
debarment, an alert watch may be kept on the bidder’s actions in the tender and
subsequent contract.

1.3.4 Punitive Provisions

Without prejudice to and in addition to the rights of the Purchaser to other penal
provisions as per the bid documents or contract, if the Purchaser comes to a
conclusion that a (prospective) bidder/supplier, directly or through an agent, has
violated this code of integrity in competing for the contract or in executing a
contract, the purchaser may take appropriate measures including one or more of
the following:

Provisions in addition to above:

a. Removal from the list of registered suppliers and banning/debarment of the
bidder from participation in future procurements of the purchaser for a
period not less than one year;

b. In case of anti-competitive practices, information for further processing
may be filed under a signature of the Joint Secretary level officer, with the
Competition Commission of India;

c. Initiation of suitable disciplinary or criminal proceedings against any

individual or staff found responsible.

A prospective Bidder requiring any clarification of the Bidding Documents shall
contact the Purchaser in writing at the Purchaser’s address specified in the Special
Conditions of Contract (SCC) up to one week prior to the last date of submission of
bids. No request for clarification or query shall normally be entertained after the
deadline/pre-bid conference if any. Should the Purchaser deem it necessary to amend
the Tender Documents as a result of a clarification, it shall do so following the
procedure under Clause relating to amendment of Tender Documents and Clause
relating to Deadline for Submission of Bids.

The queries, clarifications and amendments issued would also be hosted on the
website of the Purchaser for the benefit of the other prospective bidders.

Amendment of Tender Documents

At any time prior to the deadline for submission of the bids, the Purchaser may, for
any reason whether at its own initiative or in response to a clarification requested by a
prospective bidder, modify the tender documents by floating Corrigendum to the
etenders portal (https://etenders.gov.in/eprocure/app).

Documents Establishing Goods' Eligibility and Conformity to Bidding
Documents

To establish the goods’ eligibility, the documentary evidence of the goods and
services eligibility shall consist of a statement on the country of origin of the goods
and services offered which shall be confirmed by a certificate of origin at the time of
shipment.

To establish the conformity of the goods and services to the specifications and
schedule of requirements of the bidding document, the documentary evidence of
conformity of the goods and services to the bidding documents may be in the form of
literature, drawings and data, and shall consist of:

For purposes of the commentary to be furnished pursuant to above, the Bidder shall
note that standards for workmanship, material and equipment, designated by the
Purchaser in its Technical Specifications are intended to be descriptive only and not
restrictive. The Bidder may substitute these in its bid, provided it demonstrates to the
Purchaser's satisfaction that the substitutions ensure substantial equivalence to those
designated in the Technical Specifications.

Alternate offers/makes/models is not allowed. Hence it is advised herewith to
guote for a single make and model throughout the tender.

Bid Security

The bid security is required to protect the Purchaser against the risk of Bidder's
conduct, which would warrant the security's forfeiture.

1.15.2The Bidder shall furnish, as part of its bid, a bid security (BS) for an amount as

specified in the Invitation for Bids. The BS shall be submitted by the manufacturer or
their specifically authorized dealer/bidder.

1.15.3 The bid security can be furnished in form of Bid Securing Decelration (BSD) as per

format given in Annexure 5.
Alternatively, the bid security can be submitted in one of the following forms in
Indian Rupees at the bidders’ option:

In case of exemption of EMD, the scanned copy of the documentin support
of exemption will have to be uploaded by the bidder during bids ubmission.

1.15.9 The bid security may be for feited:

@ If a Bidder withdraws or amends or modifies or impairs or derogates its bid
during the period of bid validity specified by the Bidder (including subsequent
extended period, if any) on the Bid Form; or

(b) In case of a successful Bidder, if the Bidder fails to furnish order acceptance
within 14 days of the order or fails to sign the contract and/or fails to furnish
Performance Security within 21 days from the date of contract/ order.

In the event of the specified date of Bid opening being declared a holiday for the
Purchaser, the Bids shall be decrypted at the appointed time on the next working day.
In two-part bidding, the financial bid shall be opened only after technical evaluation.

1.21.2The Purchaser will upload bid opening summary within 48 hours of opening of bids.

1.22 Confidentiality

1.22.1 Information relating to the examination, evaluation, comparison, and post
qualification of bids, and recommendation of contract award, shall not be disclosed to
bidders or any other persons not officially concerned with such process until
publication on CPPP at each stage.

1.22.2 Any effort by a Bidder to influence the Purchaser in the examination, evaluation,
comparison, and post qualification of the bids or contract award decisions may result
in the rejection of its Bid.

1.23 Clarification of Bids

1.23.1 To assist in the examination, evaluation, comparison and post qualification of the bids,
the Purchaser may, at its discretion, ask the Bidder for a clarification of its bid. The
request for clarification and the response shall be in writing and no change in prices or
substance of the bid shall be sought, offered or permitted. However, no negotiation
shall be held except with the lowest bidder, at the discretion of the purchaser. Any
clarification submitted by a bidder in respect to its bid which is not in response to a
request by the purchaser shall not be considered.

1.24. Preliminary Examination

1.24.1 The Purchaser shall examine the bids to confirm that all documents and technical
documentation requested in ITB Clause 1.9 have been provided, and to determine the
completeness of each document submitted.

1.24.2 The Purchaser shall confirm that the following documents and information have been
provided in the Bid. If any of these documents or information is missing, the offer
shall be rejected.

(b) All the tenders received will first be scrutinized to see whether the tenders meet
the basic requirements as incorporated in the tender enquiry document .The
tenders, who do not meet the basic requirements, are to be treated as unresponsive
and ignored .The following are some of the important points, for which a tender
may be declared as unresponsive and to be ignored, during the initial scrutiny:

i. The Bidder is not eligible.

iii. The Bidder has quoted for goods manufactured by a different firm
without the required authority letter from the proposed
manufacturer.
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iv. Bidder has not agreed to give the required performance security or has
not furnished the bid security.

vii. The bidder has not agreed to some essential condition(s) incorporated
in the tender enquiry .

1.25 Bidder’s right to question rejection.

1.25.1 A Bidder shall have the right to be heard in case he feels that a proper procurement
process is not being followed and/or his tender has been rejected wrongly. Only a
directly affected bidder can represent in this regard as under:

i)

Only a bidder who has participated in the concerned procurement process i.e.
pre- qualification, bidder registration or bidding, as the case may be, can make
such representation.

In case pre-qualification bid has been evaluated before the bidding of
Technical bids, an application for review in relation to the technical bid may
be filed only by a bidder who has qualified in pre-qualification bid;

In case technical bid has been evaluated before the opening of the financial
bid, an application for review in relation to the financial bid may be filed only
by a bidder whose technical bid is found to be acceptable.

Following decisions of the purchaser in accordance with the provision of
internal guidelines shall not be subject to review:

a) Determination of the need for procurement;

b) Selection of the mode of procurement or bidding system;

C) Choice of selection procedure;

d) Provisions limiting participation of bidders in the procurement process;
e) The decision to enter into negotiations with the L1 bidder;

f) Cancellation of the procurement process except where it is intended to

subsequently re-tender the same requirements;

9) Issues related to ambiguity in contract terms may not be taken up after
a contract has been signed, all such issues should be highlighted before
consummation of the contract by the vendor/contractor; and

h) Complaints against specifications except under the premise that they
are either vague or too specific so as to limit competition may be
permissible.

1.25.2 Incase a Bidder feels aggrieved by the decision of the purchaser, he may then send
his representation in writing to the Purchaser’s address as indicated in special
conditions of contract (SCC) within 05 working days from the date of
communication of the purchaser intimating the rejection for reconsideration of the
decision by the purchaser.

Prior to the detailed evaluation, the purchaser will determine the substantial
responsiveness of each bid to the bidding documents. For purposes of this clause, a
substantive responsive bid is one, which conforms to all terms and condition of the
bidding documents without material deviations, reservations or omissions. A material
deviation, reservation or omission is one that:

@) Affects in any substantial way the scope, quality, or performance of the Goods
and Related Services specified in the Contract; or

(b) Limits in any substantial way, inconsistent with the Bidding Documents, the
Purchaser’s rights or the Bidder’s obligations under the Contract; or

(© If rectified, would unfairly affect the competitive position of other bidders
presenting substantially responsive bids.

1.26.2 The purchasers’ determination of a bid’s responsiveness is to be based on the contents

of the bid itself without recourse to extrinsic evidence.

1.26.3 If a bid is not substantially responsive, it will be rejected by the Purchaser and may not

If a bidder quotes NIL Charges/consideration, the bid shall be treated as unresponsive
and will not be considered.

Non-Conformity, Error and Omission

Provided that a Bid is substantially responsive, the Purchaser may waive any
nonconformities or omissions in the Bid that do not constitute a material deviation.

Provided that a bid is substantially responsive, the Purchaser may request that the
Bidder submit the necessary information or documentation, within a reasonable
period of time, to rectify nonmaterial nonconformities or omissions in the bid related
to documentation requirements. Such omission shall not be related to any aspect of
the price of the Bid. Failure of the Bidder to comply with the request may result in
the rejection of its Bid.

Provided that the Bid is substantially responsive, the Purchaser shall correct
arithmetical errors on the following basis:

@ if there is a discrepancy between the unit price and the line item total that is
obtained by multiplying the unit price by the quantity, the unit price shall
prevail and the line item total shall be corrected, unless in the opinion of the
Purchaser there is an obvious misplacement of the decimal point in the unit
price, in which case the line item total as quoted shall govern and the unit
price shall be corrected;

(b) if there is an error in a total corresponding to the addition or subtraction of
subtotals, the subtotals shall prevail and the total shall be corrected; and
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©) if there is a discrepancy between words and figures, the amount in words shall
prevail, unless the amount expressed in words is related to an arithmetic error,
in which case the amount in figures shall prevail subject to (a) and (b) above.

1.27.4 Provided that a bid is substantially responsive, the purchaser may request that a bidder
may confirm the correctness of arithmetic errors as done by the purchaser within a
target date. In case, no reply is received then the bid submitted shall be ignored and its
Bid Security may be forfeited.

1.28 Examination of Terms & Conditions, Technical Evaluation

1.28.1 The Purchaser shall examine the Bid to confirm that all terms and conditions specified
in the GCC and the SCC have been accepted by the Bidder without any material
deviation or reservation.

1.28.2 The Purchaser shall evaluate the technical aspects of the Bid submitted in accordance
with ITB Clause 1.14, to confirm that all requirements specified in Schedule of
Requirements of the Bidding Documents have been met without any material
deviation or reservation.

1.28.3 If, after the examination of the terms and conditions and the technical evaluation, the
Purchaser determines that the Bid is not substantially responsive in accordance with
ITB Clause 1.26, it shall reject the Bid.

1.29 Evaluation and comparison of bids

1.29.1 The Purchaser shall evaluate each bid that has been determined, up to this stage of the
evaluation, to be substantially responsive.

1.29.2 To evaluate a Bid, the Purchaser shall only use all the factors, methodologies and
criteria defined below. No other criteria or methodology shall be permitted.

Any effort by a Bidder to influence the Purchaser in its decisions on bid evaluation,
bid comparison or contract award may result in rejection of the Bidder's bid.

Post gualification

In the absence of pre-qualification, the Purchaser will determine to its satisfaction
whether the Bidder that is selected as having submitted the lowest evaluated
responsive bid is qualified to perform the contract satisfactorily, in accordance with
the criteria listed in ITB Clause 1.13.

1.35 Option Clause

1.35.1 The Purchaser reserves the right to increase or decrease the quantity of the required
goods up to 25% (Twenty-Five) per cent at any time, till final delivery date (or the
extended delivery date of the contract), by giving reasonable notice even though the
quantity ordered initially has been supplied in full before the last date of the delivery
period (or the extended delivery period)

1.36  Purchaser's right to accept Any Bid and to reject any or All Bids

1.36.1 The Purchaser reserves the right to accept or reject any bid, and to annul the bidding
process and reject all bids at any time prior to award of Contract, without thereby
incurring any liability to the affected Bidder or Bidders.

1.37 Notification of Award

V) Bidders to disclose the payments to be made by them to agents/brokers or any
other intermediary;

Vi) Bidders to disclose any past transgressions committed over the specified
period with any other company in India or Abroad that may impinge on the
anti-corruption principle;

vii)  Integrity Pact lays down the punitive actions for any violation.

Each page of such Integrity pact proforma would be duly signed by Purchaser’s
competent signatory. All pages of the Integrity Pact are to be returned by the bidder
(along with the technical bid) duly signed by the same signatory who signed the bid,
i.e. who is duly authorized to sign the bid and to make binding commitments on
behalf of his company. Any bid not accompanied by Integrity Pact duly signed by the
bidder shall be considered to be a non-responsive bid and shall be rejected
straightway.

The SCC shall specify whether there is a need to enter into a separate Integrity pact or
not.

The Integrity Pact would be effective from the date of invitation of bids till complete
execution of the contract.

(9) “Goods” means all of the commodities, raw material, machinery and equipment,
and/or other materials that the Supplier is required to supply to the Purchaser
under the Contract.

(h) “Related Services” means the services incidental to the supply of the goods, such
as transportation, insurance, installation, training and initial maintenance and other
such obligations of the Supplier under the Contract.

(i) “SCC” means the Special Conditions of Contract.

(J) “Subcontractor” means any natural person, private or government entity, or
acombination of the above, to whom any part of the Goods to be supplied
orexecution of any part of the Related Services is subcontracted by the Supplier.

(K) Supplier” means the natural person, private or government entity, or a
combination of the above, whose bid to perform the Contract has been accepted
by the Purchaser and is named as such in the Contract Agreement.

() The “Council” means the Council of Scientific & Industrial Research (CSIR),
registered under the Societies Registration Act, 1860 of the Govt. of India having
its registered office at 2, Rafi Marg, New Delhi-110001, India.

(m) The “Purchaser” means any of the constituent Laboratory/Institute of the Council
situated at any designated place in India as specified in SCC.

(n) “The final destination,” where applicable, means the place named in the SCC.

Company in any country conforming to the anti-corruption approach or with any other Public
Sector Enterprise in India that could justify his exclusion from the tender process.

If the Bidder makes incorrect statement on this subject, he can be disqualified from the tender
process or action can be taken as per the procedure mentioned in “Guidelines on Banning of
business dealings.”

If the Monitor has reported to the JS(A),CSIR, a substantiated suspicion of an offence under
relevant IPC/PC Act, and the JS(A), CSIR has not, within the reasonable time taken visible action
to proceed against such offence or reported it to the Chief Vigilance Officer, the Monitor may also
transmit this information directly to the Central Vigilance Commissioner.

The word ‘Monitor’ would include both singular and plural.

Section 9 — Pact Duration

This Pact begins when both parties have legally singed it. It expires for the Contractor 10 months
after the last payment under the contract, and for all other Bidders 6 months after the contract has
been awarded.

If any claim is made/lodged during this time, the same shall be binding and continue to be valid

despite the lapse of this pact as specified above, unless it is discharged/determined by JS(A), CSIR.
