The overall Net Incurred Claim has reduced from
85.57% in 2012-13 to 81.18% in 2013-14 with an
increase in Net Retention from 86.54% in the last
fiscal to 91.81% in the current fiscal.

For the first time, the Company has been rated
B++ (Good) for financial strength and "bbb+" for
issuer credit rating. The rating reflects a stable
outlook of the Company by A.M. Best Asia-Pacific
Limited, Hong Kong, an International rating agency.

CRISIL RATING:

The Company continues to enjoy the 'AAA/STABLE'
rating by CRISIL, which reflects the highest financial
strength to meet the policyholders' obligations.

FOREIGN EXCHANGE EARNINGS AND OUTGO:

The income and outgo in foreign exchange
aggregated to ¥74.16 crore and ¥77.60 crore
respectively. The income was on account of inward
reinsurance acceptances, claims recovery on
outward reinsurance cessions, inward remittances
of funds and investments, while outgo was due to
outward reinsurance cessions, claim settlement on
inward reinsurance acceptances.

INVESTMENT:

Your Company’s total Investments in India as on
31 March 2014 was ¥14981.68 crore as against
¥13101.78 crore as on 315 March 2013. Out of this,
investments in Socially-oriented Sectors which
include Central and State Government Securities,
Govemment Guaranteed Bonds, Infrastructure Bonds,
Loans to HUDCO and various State Govemments for
Housing and Fire Fighting Equipments amounted
to¥8141.05 crore as on 31t March 2014 as against
¥7025.08 crore as on 31 March 2013.

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The Company continued to operate actively in the
secondary market. The profit earned on sale and
redemption of securities during the year was
T1050.62 crore as against previous year's amount
of ¥1022.75 crore. The total investment Income
(inclusive of profit on sale/redemption) during the
year was ¥2262.78 crore as against¥2101.90 crore
in the previous year. The yield on investment (with
profit) for 2013-14 was 16.16% as against 17.63%
in the previous year.

During the year, the Company added ¥1879.90 crore
to its investment corpus as against ¥2371.61 crore
in the previous year.

The Company has followed the norms prescribed
by IRDA relating to classification of Loans and
Debentures and provision for Non-Performing
Assets (NPA). The total provision for NPA decreased
by ¥2.88 crore and the net NPA percentage is 0.17%
in the current year as compared to 0.00% in
previous year. The Company has recovered ¥1.44
crore from NPA during the year.

Investment written off/down during the year was
¥4.50 crore as against the last year's figure 0f%2.94
crore.

The aggregate book value of Equity Investments in
India as on 31t March 2014 amounted t0 ¥3356.20
crore. The fair value of these investments as on
that date was ¥11145.13 crore, representing
332.08% of the book value.

REINSURANCE:

The year 2013 was relatively a quiet year as regards
natural catastrophe activity. Benign loss activity
contributed to reinsurers announcing healthy profits
for the year. The year marked an increasing trend
for growth of non-traditional capacity while the
growth in the traditional catastrophe capacity has
been slower. Traditional reinsurers, unprepared to
see their longstanding market positions eroded by
new capital entrants, started to take robust defensive
measures.  Unfortunately, growing insurance
penetration and consequent demand in developing
markets is still insufficient to offset the trend of

reduced reinsurance buying in mature markets
and by larger insurance groups. As per reports,
dynamic capital growth and ample reinsurance
capacity resulted in a relatively stable renewal as
at 1« April 2013. Reinsurance pricing in Asia
generally stabilized, as the adverse conditions
experienced in the wake of the Tohoku earthquake
in Japan and Thailand flooding in 2011 gave way to
modest softening. Rates did increase in claim
affected programme, however, in the United
States, non-traditional capacity had a significant
impact on property catastrophe business. There
was some evidence of price tightening in Latin
America, Europe and African markets. In general,
International rates for Property Catastrophe
business are risk adjusted flat to minus 5% and
U.S. rates for Property Catastrophe are risk
adjusted flat to minus 5-10% on loss free accounts,
and plus15% on loss impaired accounts.

The Indian domestic treaty renewal was subject to
an environment similar to that faced by other
territories in the Asia Pacific Region. The softer
market conditions saw reinsurance buyers
increase their attachment points to save money or
negotiate further in order to maintain a similar
reinsurance spend against meaningful exposure
growth. Most of the traditional reinsurers,
however, showed an antipathy to writing
Proportional covers in view of falling premium and
increased loss ratios. The halving to 5 percent of
the Obligatory Cession did not significantly impact
the capacity being sought by cedants as public
sector companies largely retained the additional to
their net account and private companies factored it
into their purchase.

During 2013-14 reinsurance renewals, although
rates and conditions came under pressure, due to
overall positive results, we were able to
consolidate our portfolio, raise retention levels and
enlarge the treaty capacities at optimum costs
after intense negotiations.

After internal discussions at various levels and
review of inputs provided by reinsurers/brokers the
Proportional treaty slips were drafted taking into
cognizance the capacity requirements, current
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market conditions, underwriting policy changes,
International Reinsurers perception of the Indian
market. Our pivotal consideration was to increase
our treaty capacity thereby increasing our automatic
capacity and diminish reliance on Facultative
Reinsurance. The slips of our surplus treaties for
2013-14 were floated in the International market with
expiring commission levels. Modeling data, risk
profiles and exhausted portfolio details were
provided along with the slips. The treaty limits of
Hull and Miscellaneous treaties were increased to
tap the potential in the market. Despite shortage of
proportional capacity in the international markets
for Indian business the placement could be
completed.

With respect to our Non-proportional programme
(Net Account excess of loss programme), the trend
for enhanced underwriting information has
continued to escalate with greater pressure being
applied by the reinsurers for providing
comprehensive information. Reinsurers are now
required to focus internally on data capture, data
accuracy and data completeness so as to improve
their own profitability, and for increased scrutiny with
anticipated regulatory requirements, such as
Solvency Il and the NAIC Solvency Modernization
Initiative (SMI). This was mitigated to a larger extent
by being able to provide sum insured exposures,
modeling data and risk profiles. Increased Net
retention levels concomitant with Net Worth, gradual
scaling down of obligatory cession, amplified
exposures necessitating enhanced Net Account
Excess of Loss protection. Thus, increased
protection was purchased in Property Risk XOL,
Catastrophe XOL Cover and Marine XOL
programme. We are pleased to report that the
secured prices and conditions commensurate with
the exposures and loss experience. During 2013-14,
we have been able to wean back some of the major
accounts and also secure new mega/large
accounts by being able to obtain competitive
Facultative Rl rates and terms from the overseas
market.

To keep abreast with the international market trends
and augment our net premium base we have
developed a foreign inward portfolio. We write both
treaty and facultative business from selective
overseas markets. Due to new relationships and
increased treaty shares under existing accounts we
have been able to enlarge our portfolio substantially
and initiate our presence in the Asian sub-continent.
We have purchased suitable reinsurance protection
to protect our exposures and accumulations in
various countries.

Despite being able to arrange suitable reinsurance
protection at optimum rates, our net retained
premium within the Company has gone up from
86.54% in 2012-13 10 91.81% in 2013-14.

TECHNO-MARKETING DEPARTMENT:

The growth of Infrastructure sector in the country
continues to be plagued by the problems that we
are witnessing over the last few years. This is having
a direct impact on our Engineering portfolio and we
have seen very few projects hitting the insurance
market. Premium income in this segment mainly
emanates from the already existing projects or the
small and medium-sized projects (like roads,
irrigation works etc.) financed by State or Central
Government Private sector projects are witnessing
severe finance crunch which has seen some
projects being shelved halfway through the
construction period. This has resulted in the portfolio
returning a minor negative growth during 2013-14.

It is, however, expected that this situation will pass
in the near future and we are preparing our Technical
personnel, especially the newly recruited Engineers,
so that they are in a position to take up the challenge
of sound, profitable and competitive underwriting
when called upon to do so. With this in view, Techno
Marketing department organized two seminars for
our Engineers and Engineering underwriters from
the ROs where faculties from international
reinsurance companies participated. The portfolio
was also impacted by a few large losses due to
floods of June 2013.
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MOTOR TP CLAIMS:

The management of Motor TP Claims continued to
remain a focus area in the year 2013-14 through
review of high value claims, reinvestigation of old
injury cases, physical verification of old cases and
emphasis on settlement through various Alternate
Dispute Resolution Mechanisms.

In pursuance with the Hon'ble Finance Minister's
budget announcement to maximize the Lok Adalat
settlement, action plan was drawn for its effective
implementation in all earnestness through regular
meaningful participation in the Lok Adalats, both at
Tribunal as well as High Court level. These
continuous efforts resulted in achieving Lok Adalat
settlement of 18069 number of cases during the
year which is not only the highest since last 7 years
but also 80% more than the number of cases settled
during the last year.

A National Mega Lok Adalat, under the aegis of
National Legal Services Authority (NALSA) with the
initiative & inspiration from the Department of
Financial Services, Ministry of Finance, Government
of India, was held in all the Tribunals/High Courts
and the Supreme Court of India on 23© November
2013. An all time record of 10337 number of Motor
TP cases were settled in a single day for a sum of
%152.16 crore. The preparedness & commitment
of our Company could be evident from the
achievement that, 70% of the referred cases (the
highest percentage of success among all PSU
companies) were settled in this Mega Lok Adalat.

A "Special Drive for settlement of Injury Claims"
was undertaken by all the dealing offices during
the three months period from the month of
October 2013 to December 2013. 12385 number
of injury cases were settled during this Special
Drive period. The achievers/performers of this
Special Drive were felicitated in the 'All India
Motor TP Workshop' on 15" February 2014 in
Visakhapatnam.

The success of "Common Mechanism for
Compromise Settlement of Motor TP Cases"

(CMCSTPC) scheme, which was launched in
Cuttack on 26" March 2011, continued for the third
successive year. One more centre was
inaugurated at Durgapur on 27" October 2013,
under the administrative control of our Company,
for speedy compromise settlement of Motor TP
cases pertaining to 12 MACTs located in the
districts of Burdwan, Bankura and Birbhum in the
state of West Bengal. All the 8 centers have
successfully completed 20 no. of sittings during
the year 2013-14 resulting in compromise
settlement of 682 cases for a sum of¥12.47 crore.
The preparatory work has been completed for
opening of another CMCSTPC centre in Agartala
during the year 2014-15.

7nos. of Zonal/Regional/All India workshops were
held to improve the technical & legal expertise of
the TP claims handling officers during the year.
During the Zonal level performance review meeting
held in Hyderabad and Lucknow, 198 no. of High
Value cases were reviewed by the officers of the
HO Motor TP department. One refresher training
programme for the Direct Recruit Legal Officers
was also held at the National Centre for Insurance
Learning, the Corporate Training Centre located in
Kolkata.

Motor TP Hubs have been created during the last 3
years to deal with the cases in a focused and
effective manner. Presently,14 such Hubs are
functioning at major centers in India viz. Chennai,
Bangalore, Hubli, Belgaum, Hyderabad,
Vijayawada, Mumbai, Ahmedabad, Jaipur, Ludhiana,
Jammu, Puducherry, Gulbarga and Bilaspur. Out
of these, 3 no. of Motor TP verticals, i.e.,
Puducherry, Gulbarga and Bilaspur were opened
during the year 2013-14. Plan has been drawn to
open more number of such TP claim hubs at
different centers, where the concentration of cases
is high, in the current financial year 2014-15.

The backlog of pending cases further reduced from
157055 to 148278 by effecting settlement more than
reported with settlement ratio at 30.48%. The ICR
(without IBNR) as at 315 March 2014 stood at 66%.
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During the financial year 2014-15, high priority will
be accorded to higher rate of settlement of cases
through Lok Adalats, appropriate investigation and

handling of High Value cases, human capital
deployment and development, creation of Motor TP
Hubs.

HEALTH INSURANCE MANAGEMENT:

The health insurance department performed well
and contributed to the growth of the Company in a
major way. It faced the intense competition in the
market and consolidated the Company's position
as one of the market leaders. While pursuing the
growth the department did not lose sight of the task
of controlling ICR.

Premium Growth

The Health Insurance business grew at a healthy
rate of 18% to reach ¥3031 crore during the year
2013-14 as against the last year premium of ¥2569
crore. The accretion is around ¥424 crore. The
health premium contributed 29% to total GDPI of
the Company.

Underwriting Measures

The initiatives undertaken in the previous years
towards sustainable growth continued to be
pursued in 2013-14. The main emphasis was on
accepting proposals as per risk exposures without
losing sight of profitability and market competition.
Endeavors were made to implement "Underwriting
Claims" principles in group renewals policies by
factoring all expenses like TPA, brokerage,
management expenses and element of profit on
projected outgo. The provisions of IRDA Health
Regulations of 2013 were applied in pricing of our

products. Our flagship product Individual Mediclaim
was revised and re-launched as "National Mediclaim
Policy". The premium rates were revised to ensure
sustainability of the product. The regulatory
provisions were also introduced.

Claims control & TPA management

In order to monitor the performance of the TPAs
and better claims control newly recruited doctors
were posted in various ROs. Their work profile
included checking of the working of the TPAs,
hospital visits, investigations, audit of claim files and
analysis of the high claim prone corporate clients.
The performance of the TPAs were evaluated by
the ROs for better management of the portfolio.

Customer Service

Customer Service has always been paramount
importance by the Health department. Grievances
are received through various platforms as well as
by direct approach. Due importance was given to
each grievance and they were dealt with sensitivity.
The references received from CRM department and
the ROs were also dealt in a time bound manner to
the satisfaction of all concerned.

Common TPA for servicing Health Insurance
Claims

The Company holds 23.75% share in a Joint Venture
Common TPA called "Health Insurance TPA of India
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Limited" promoted by the four Public Sector non-
life insurance companies along with GIC Re. ltwas
incorporated on 14" August 2013 with an
authorised capital of Y300 crore and Paid-up
Capital of 10 crore. Itis headquartered in Delhi.

The purpose of the common TPA is to provide TPA
health services permitted under the IRDA TPA
(Health) Regulations 2001 and to enhance
customer experience by bringing in efficiency in
health insurance claims processing.

The TPAat presentis inthe process of settingup IT
infrastructure and manpower etc. and projected to
be functional by March 2015.

FIRE & ENGINEERING INSURANCE:

The total business of the Company in the property
segment crossed ¥1200.29 crore during the year
2013-14. Its contribution to total GDPI is 11.74%.
There has been growth in both Fire and
Engineering segments. The growth rate is 3.78%
in the fire segment during the year. The premium in
fire segment reached ¥878.16 crore during the
year 2013-14 as compared to ¥846.17 crore
during the previous year 2012-13. The growth in
Engineering portfolio is attributed mainly due to
the slowdown in the infrastructure and
construction sectors. The total Engineering
premium reached ¥322.13 crore during the year
2013-14 as compared to ¥321.38 crore during the
previous year 2012-13, registering a growth of
0.23%.

The ICR (Incurred Claim Ratio) of both Fire and
Engineering segments during the year 2013-14

increased due to catastrophic losses at
Uttarakhand.

The Company made efforts in price correction in
respect of STFl and Earthquake perils. Pricing was
on the basis of ICR and the physical features of the
risk. As far as possible risks were inspected and
emphasis was on risk improvement & loss
minimisation. The motto has been to arrive at
terms depending on the quality of business on offer
and imposing appropriate endorsements/
warranties which describe the risk better.
Deductibles were imposed on risks, depending on
their profile/sum insured.

The Company also issued guidelines on the
strategy to be adopted in fire business which
emphasised better underwriting control and
improvement in prices there by resulting in price
correction. Underwriting controls are in place for
risks like cotton ginning and press factories, plastic
goods manufacturing units, jute mills and works in
water. Rating of MLOP/ALOP covers, hydro power
risks (both operational and projects) and fire cover
for stocks of coal in open at port premises are
centralised at Head Office irrespective of the sum
insured. Guidelines on underwriting of ALOP and
treaty limitations are alsoin place.

The Company has well documented Claim
Facilitation Guide and Underwriting Manual for
uniform practice in claims management and
underwriting in the Company. The procedures are
updated from time to time to deal with the new
challenges faced.

The overall performance of the Fire and Engineering segments for the year 2013-14 is shown in the table

Nepal Office has shown satisfactory growth even
in the past fiscal.

Hong Kong:

Hong Kong branch stopped accepting new
business since 18" February 2002. The run-off
operations are being handled by 'New India' who

continues to service existing policy and claims.

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During the current year, the following initiatives have
been taken for increase of the market penetration :

» Agency Management :

Revamping of Agency Management has been
done and dedicated Agency Vertical has been
created at Regional, Divisional and Branch
Office level by identifying Agency Management
Coordinators. Meetings have been held with
Regional Agency Coordinators and Divisional
Agency Coordinators in which the focus was
on the Agency Channel. Further, a Special Drive
for centralized recruitment of Agents was taken
up at Head Office through which 4210 nurnber
of Agents have been recruited for the Regions,
taking the total recruitment for the year to 6147.

» Prize Schemes for Agents :

To encourage Agents, Prize Schemes for
selling policies of Private Cars, Two Wheelers,
Commercial Vehicles and Health Insurance
were launched from October 2013 to March
2014.

» Opening of Business Centres :

Under Financial Inclusion Programme, a total
number of 594 Business Centres were opened
across the Country in various unrepresented
Tier-l to Tier-IV towns. Further, for grater
administrative control, it was decided that the
Business Centres of each Region will be
controlled by a Regional Business Centre Hub.
Upto the month of March 2014, EASI has been
implemented for operation in 19 number
Business Centre Hubs in the Regions covering
366 Business Centres.

» Restructuring of Offices :

For focusing on the business growth of offices
located in Jammu & Kashmir, a Cell has been
set-up at Jammu under Chandigarh Regional
Office-Il.

It has been decided to relocate Chandigarh
Regional Office - | from Chandigarh to Ludhiana
to harness the business potential in the State
of Punjab and the city of Ludhiana.

> Insurance On Wheels :

On the basis of the performance of Insurance
on Wheels (IOW) in Kolkata, Chandigarh and
Bangalore, it was decided that IOW will be
provided to another 15 Regional Offices to
encourage market penetration, brand building
and network in the unrepresented areas.

> Programmes:

v Zone-wise Meets of Star performers among
Agents were held.

v Meets for Regional In-charges for
performance review were held in June
2013.

ACTIVITIES OF THE STRATEGIC ALLIANCE
DEPARTMENT:

As on 31* March 2014, the total premium from the
strategic alliances with Maruti, Hero MotoCorp,
Tata Motors (CVBU and PCBU), Tata Motors
Finance Limited, Honda Cars, Nissan and
Bancassurance business was ¥2450 crore as
against ¥2054 crore as on 31* March 2013,
registering a growth rate of 19.27% as against a
growth of 16.6% during the previous financial year.
The contribution of Strategic Alliance business to
the total GDPI of the Company in the financial year
2013-14 isaround 24%.

The two major tie-ups with automobile
manufactures, namely Maruti and Hero MotoCorp,
have procured a premium of ¥1110 crore and ¥507
crore respectively during the financial year
2013-14 as against ¥1056.51 crore and ¥366.05
crore respectively during the financial year 2012-
13. While the Maruti business has grown by 5%,
the Hero MotoCorp business has grown by 38%
over the previous financial year. The Tata Motors
Finance Ltd. (TMFL) tie-up in its second year of
operation has generated a premium of ¥333 crore
with a growth rate of 167%.

The Bancassurance business growing at a rate of
approximately 10% over the previous financial year
has generated a premium of ¥323.38 crore during
the financial year 2013-14 as against¥293.11 crore
during the previous financial year. The two major
banks which contributed to the most of the
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Bancassurance business continue to be Bank of
India and Bank of Baroda. The co-branded Health
Insurance Portfolio of these banks has grown to
approximately T80 crore during the financial year
2013-14. The business from Regional Rural Banks/
other banks during the current financial year has
grown to ¥25.47 crore.

During the financial year 2013-14, the Strategic
Alliances Management department has undertaken
a number of new initiatives, which are as follows:

® During the current financial year, Company has
operationalised premium collection mode
through Escrow Account under our Maruti tie-
up business to facilitate an improved mode of
collection and management of premium.

® Bank Guarantee was introduced under TMFL
tie-up as a mode of premium collection against
dealer cheques to ensure 64VB compliance.

® Our Hero MotoCorp tie-up business has
crossed an important landmark of ¥500 crore.

® Structural strengthening of NATMAR business
continues with focus on the Natmar Business
Hubs. The nurnber of Natmar Business Hubs
as on 315'March 2014 stands at twenty six (26).

e In order to consolidate Pan India Auto tie-up
businesses at select centres, Strategic Alliance
Auto Tie-up Hubs (SAATH) have started
functioning at Kolkata, Lucknow and Jabalpur.

® Web services enabled for Tata Motors Finance
tie-up for faster and better services to the
dealers and customers. Web service for other
tie-ups is being finalized.

® Hero MotoCorp month was observed during the
months of September to December 2013 in
various Regional Offices.

® Festival Scheme was approved for Hero
MotoCorp dealers with Foreign Travel as an
incentive.

e Campaigns were conducted for Hero Motocorp
renewal business in various regions to increase
our renewal penetration.

® We have entered into tie-up with Mahindra and
Mahindra Ltd. which is presently being operated
in selected regions on pilot basis. This will be

replicated into a Pan India tie-up in the next
financial year.

AGRICULTURE INSURANCE:

We have established and implemented a portal for
Agricultural Insurance facilitating marketing of
Agricultural policies on-line. This portal is user-
friendly and matching with AIC portal. Agri-insurance
policies are the first policies of NIC which are sold
only through portal. We can sell our product to the
remote corners of our country through this portal.

Training was imparted to RO/DO/BO personnel and
to our agents on the general aspects, marketing
modalities, use of portal and claim intimation of
Agricultural Insurance business. In some of the
training session, representatives from farmers' co-
operative were also present. Most of these training
sessions were conducted at semi-urban and rural
branches. A handbook for underwriting of agriculture
insurance was prepared to facilitate marketing and
underwriting officials for transacting agriculture
business. Companies had entered into an
agreement with AIC for marketing 8 products
developed by AIC. We are also planning to launch
our own in-house products.

PUBLICITY ACTIVITIES:

In 2013-14, NIC's Publicity was planned to embrace
a wide spectrum of Media i.e. both traditional and
non-traditional comprising a target audience of a
variety of socio-economic demographics emplaning
on maximum reach at competitive costs.

The print campaign began with announcement of
outstanding performance of NIC in national level
financial dailies followed by a number of follow up
campaign in national level english, hindi and
vernaculars dailies for publicizing on-line products.

Meanwhile, a judicious blend of traditional and BTL
(Below the Line) activity continued-backdrops,
banners, standees, gates etc. were displayed in
eminent functions, sports and cultural events such
as "34" Cost Conference 2013" of Eastern
Regional Council of The Institute of Cost
Accountants of India, 'XV National Seminar on
'Hospital & Health Care Management and Medico
Legal System' by Symbiosis Care (SCHC),
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Conference on "Indian Insurance Industry: Road
Ahead Path for Sustainable Growth Momentum &
Increasing Profitability" organized by Bengal
Chamber of Commerce & Industry, 'Dun &
Bradstreet's Conclave on 'India's Top PSUs 2012
& India's Top PSUs Awards 2012', Panel Discussion
on "Health Care in India" by BCCI, "Millions to Cover-
Reaching the Unreached Through Insurance" - a
seminar on Financial Inclusion organized by NIA,
World Ranking Sneaker Championship, Quiz
Competitions, 'IBAlI 10" Brokers' Summit 2013'
DSCL Open National Tennis Championship 2013.

NIC also actively participated in some mega events
like Intemational Mega Trade Fair, Exhibitions, Trade
Fair, Walkathon to create awareness amongst
mass.

Ground activities are also vital & significant to
establish Brand-ldentity. During the year, Branding
on Passenger Trolleys, Digital Screen display at
various Airports. Display of NIC Message inside
Delhi Metro Rotem Trains & Kolkata Metro AC
Trains, Unipole LED display at Kolkata. Branding
through Fast Tract Cab in Chennai, APSRT Buses
at Hyderabad, Tree Guard on Delhi Metro Stations.

Presence in Television Channels like NDTV News
Network, Lok Sabha TV, Times Now, TV 18, CNBC
AWAAZ, CNN IBN, IBN7, NIC's Foundation Day
Massage on Friends FM, Big FM & Oye FM radio
and in ABP News, Aaj Tak, Zee News TV Channels
helped us to establish our brand.

As a part of Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR),
your Company continued to aid institutions and
organizations that take care of the elderly senior
citizens, special needs children & orphans by
sponsoring events including "Peace and Harmony
Run 2014" organized by Sabeda Bagan Club, Helen
Keller Blind School, Pratibandhi Kalyan Kendra
School for challenged children, Prayasam NGO for
underprivileged children, Inner Wheel Club, Sankara
Hall & Sankara Institute of Philosophy and Culture,
St. Mary's Church, Utsav Children Cultural Group,
Society for Disability and Rehabilitation Studies, All
India Movement (AIM) for Seva, ISKCON.

CUSTOMER RELATIONSHIP MANAGEMENT:

Citizens' Charter duly approved by the Board which
provides certain benchmarks for servicing of
customers has been hosted on the Company's
website. The bilingual Citizens' Charter along with
name, designation and contact number of customer
service officers has been displayed at a prominent
place in all operating offices. An updated list of all
grievance handling officers in the Regional Offices
along with their e-mail-ids and contact numbers is
also available on the Company's website for the
benefit of customers.

For 2013-14, an action plan consisting of 9
actionable points was drawn up and circulated to
all Regional Offices at the commencement of the
financial year for implementation.

For better understanding of the Company's
grievance handling policy as well as Alternate
Grievance Mechanism viz. Ombudsman, Arbitration
etc. amongst dealing officers, workshops were
organized at various Regional Offices jointly with
Techno-Legal department.

Since a large number of grievances originate from
the Health portfolio, a one day workshop was
organized for all TPAs by Customer Relationship
Management Department (CRMD) and Health Cell
jointly at the Corporate Training Centre. Twenty one
(21) TPAs from all over India participated at the
workshop chaired by the General Manager. Other
senior officers of Technical (Health) department also
participated and deliberated on servicing aspects
of health policies.

To ensure that all grievances received through
channels other than Customer Grievance
Management System (CGMS) were incorporated
in the system, inspections of ROs having a very
small number of on-line grievances were carried
out, as advised by IRDA. It was found that these
ROs were complying with IRDA guidelines.

With the objective of sensitizing employees towards
Customer Service and emphasizing the necessity
of resolving grievances within stipulated time frame,
workshops/training programmes involving TPA,
Health Cell, Motor Claim Hub and Grievance
Handling Officers were conducted by ROs where
officers of HO-CRMD participated actively.
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To improve the quality of grievance resolution, a
unique system has been devised whereby all
grievances resolved by operating offices are
reviewed by senior officers of HO-CRMD. This has
resulted in considerable reduction of escalation/re-
opening of grievances.

A performance review meet of CRM officials was
held on 31¢t January 2014 and 1% February 2014 at
Indore where a review of the performance of ROs

was undertaken by General Manager. Roadblocks/
difficulties faced by ROs and Operating Offices in
handling and resolving customer grievances were
discussed and solutions arrived at.

With a view to clear as many grievances as
possible, the month of March 2014 was observed
as "Grievance Clearance Month". As a result, the
position of grievance resolution has improved
remarkably compared to the previous year.

The guidelines on reservation of posts, relaxation
and concession for SC/ST/OBC in recruitment and
reservation/concession for SC/ST are being
followed. The provisions governing persons with
disabilities are being implemented as required.

Pre-promotion training programme are being
conducted for SC/ST employees/officers. The
officers and employees have been sent for training
at National Insurance Academy (NIA), Pune and
College of Insurance at Mumbai, the participation
of employees from SC/ST/OBC categories were
adequate.
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The Parliamentary Committee on the welfare of
OBCs held meeting during their study visit at
Kolkata and Parliamentary Committee on the
welfare of SCs and STs held meeting during their
study visit at Coimbatore.

RIGHT TO INFORMATION:

The Right to Information Act, 2005, has become a
prominent tool to avail information from various
public authorities. The awareness of this specific
right of a Indian citizen is rising throughout the
country. Media also focuses in a variety of
programmes on increasing procedural aspects and
the impact of RTI. Moreover, some high profile
persons came in the limelight of their career through
their practice as RTI activists and as a result the
common people of our country welcome the RTI
Act as their fundamental social right for asking

information relating to various spheres of public
sector activities. The day to day increase in the
number of submission of the RTI applications and
related appeals justify this fact.

Although there is a gradual increase in the number
of RTl applications /appeals being submitted in RTI
department, but all these applications/appeals are
always significantly and very successfully
processed well within the stipulated timeline, inspite
of being huge in number and relating to various
issues/operating offices/departments/lines of
business. RTI department maintained a very
effective co-ordination with all the ROs/DOs/BOs
so far as the prompt seeking of information from
these offices is concerned.

HUMAN RESOURCES DEVELOPMENT

During the fiscal 2013-14, the Cormpany's HR
Development Planning was geared towards
consolidation and enhancing the skills of its existing
workforce through intensive skill development
training and recruitments to achieve the corporate
objective of effective HR Asset augmentation. The

key HRD focus remained on strengthening the
marketing and distribution systems, setting new
service standards of excellence for the customer
and Suitable and effective redeployment of existing
and new members to the workforce.

Suitable initiatives have been taken for proper skill
development and motivation within the organization
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with a view to enhance productivity and increase
the skill sets of the individual on a professional level.
We have focused on leadership and managerial
training as a key area for our officers in the middle
management. For other employees and officers,
domain knowledge, workplace effectiveness and
optimum skill engagement were considered priority
areas.

NIC pioneered the initiative to have an effective
Internal Grievance Redressal mechanism with
specified timelines and designated authorities. The
3 tier NICEGRF model has helped to address the
grievances of all sections of employees through a
single window. It has allowed employees to have
their grievances redressed by the highest authority
and thereby acted as an important HR motivation
tool for confidence building.

As per policy, Stage | and Stage Il grievances are
handled at the BO/DO/RO level and Stage Il
grievances were redressed at Head Office.

A total of 10 cases were escalated to Stage Il in
2013-14 and all cases have been since disposed.

ESTATE & ESTABLISHMENT ACTIVITIES:

Estate & Establishment department at Head Office
has been committed to provide clean and healthy
work atmosphere at the Head Office, Regional
Offices, Divisional Offices, Branch Offices and
Business Centres. Its primary focus has been to
support the business development restructuring
initiatives of the management.

The land acquisition process from WBHIDCO for
our New Corporate Office Complex at New Town,
Kolkata has been completed and 'Bhumi Puja' was
performed on 19" February 2014. Department has
already initiated preliminary discussion with different
Project Management Consultants for finalization of
the project contract.

Performance level in terms of response and
turnaround times in handling routine matters like
renewal/shifting/relocation and hiring of new
premises for operating and controlling offices has
further improved. Wholehearted support was given
for acquiring premises on rent for setting up
Regional Offices at Delhi and Madurai.

The department initiated special cleanliness drive
in all operating offices with a view to provide a better
look and maximize utilization of available space.
The exercise was followed up vigorously from Head
Office with all the Regional Offices and monitored

regularly and the exercise was carried out in all the
operating offices and there was a substantial
improvement in the internal look and also generation
of extra space. Some offices have further carried
out minor renovation to supplement the look.

Steps also initiated for repair/renovation and interior
furnishing of our Royal Insurance Building, Kolkata,
a Heritage Building.

The department has also undertaken major repair/
renovation and painting works in Company's
residential complexes in Kolkata i.e. Mayur Niketan,
Salt Lake, having 20 flats and Amber Apartment (17
flats). It has also taken steps for major repairs/
renovation & painting works of Company's
residential complex at Durgapur.

Interior furnishing of the remaining two floors at Head
Office has been taken up on priority. Consultant has
been appointed and the various drawing/design and
arrangements as submitted has been discussed
and finalized. The tender process is going on with
the contractors.

Further, interior furnishing of new premises of Delhi
Regional Office-1l (DRO-I1), Jodhpur Regional Office
(JDRO) and Vizag Regional Office (VRO) has been
initiated and completed in a record time during the
financial year. It has also taken steps for major
repairs/renovation and painting works of Company's
guest house at Asian Games Village, New Delhi.
For interior furnishing of Delhi Regional Office-Ill &
IV approval has been given and the tendering
process is on.

Construction of office-cum-residence at Bagalkot,
under Hubli Regional Office (HBRO) has been
initiated during the financial year and work is in
progress.

RESEARCH & DEVELOPMENT ACTIVITIES:

The insurance sector is passing through exciting
times. Product development is a key priority for the
global insurance industry and India is no exception.
Customers are looking for relatively simple,
transparent and convenient products. Insurance
companies are investing and assigning priority to
innovation and product development to respond to
rapidly changing customer needs.
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The Company realizes that an important
differentiator for insurance companies is the ability
to come up with products that satisfy and bring
customer delight to increasingly informed,
discerning, and empowered consumers. The
Company has adopted a continuous innovation
process which we feel apt to take care the present
and future needs of customers. The two pronged
strategy followed by your Company is incremental
and platform innovation. While incremental
innovation implies an improvement in existing
products, in terms of features and service,
repositioning of existing products, introducing new
products or services not existing in the Company
or the industry, platform innovation is development
of new platform of products or services, based on
which further improvements can be made in the
future.

In personal lines, presently product development is
focused on health and motor portfolios, which are
growing and predominant segments of the
Company's business. In the health insurance
space, the Company has embarked upon a series
of initiatives including modification and revamping
of the entire range of health insurance products
(retail, group and government) to comply with the
Health Insurance regulations, up-gradation of our
flagship retail health insurance and developing new
retail and group insurance products. Company will
be launching National Mediclaim Plus Policy, a high
variant retail product comprising separate plans
which addresses the needs of various segments.
The family health floater and policy for senior
citizens is being re-introduced with new and
enhanced features. The Personal Accident
insurance products have been tweaked to be in line
with the new regulations. Based on the market
demand, we may come up with long term Personal
Accident insurance product. On the motor front,
add-ons to our Motor Package Policies including
Inconvenience Benefit, Consumables Cover,
Engine Protect and Return to Invoice are in the
process of finalization.

Financial inclusion is on high priority list of the
Government. Accordingly, we are working on the
path to insure the underserved segments by

introducing micro insurance products to cover
assets, life and the health of people in the rural
sector.

On commercial insurance, the Company has filed
with the regulator, a couple of group insurance
products for which approval is awaited. With a view
to expanding the horizon in the property and liability
segments, the Company is in the process of
introducing specialized package and liability
products.

OFFICIAL LANGUAGE IMPLEMENTATION:

Annual Programme of the Company for the year
2013-14 was prepared on the basis of Annual
Programme received from Ministry of Home Affairs,
Official Language Department, New Delhi and
circulated to all the Regional Offices and all the
Department In-charges of Head Office. The review
of the same was undertaken from time to time to
ensure the compliance of the targets mentioned
therein.

Meeting of Official Language Implementation
Committee, Head Office organized as per the
targets mentioned in programme. A detail
discussion on various points, regarding
implementation of Official Language, took place and
decisions were implemented accordingly.

In compliance with the Annual Programme Hindi
Workshops were organized during the year. In these
workshops Official Language Policy was discussed
in detail and the participants were motivated to do
their day-to-day work in Hindi through practice
sessions.

Hindi Day/Week was organized at HO/RO level.
Various competitions were organized on this
occasion and participants were awarded
accordingly. The best articles of the Competition
were published in house magazine "Bima Varta".

House magazine "Bima Varta" was published.
Articles received from various ROs were also
published in the magazine. A Committee was
formed to assess the best articles, on the basis of
recommendation of Committee the writers of the
Composition were awarded with cash prize and
certificate.
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Town Official Language Committee (PSU), Kolkata
awarded Rajbhasha Shield to our Head Office for
the implementation of Official Language and
bestowed us with the Uttam Patrika Puraskar (3™
Prize) to our Magazine Bima Varta.

During the year, Hon'ble third Sub-Committee of
Committee of Parliament on Official Language
visited our Pilibhit Branch Office and Head Office
regarding inspection of Official Language
implementation.

VIGILANCE:

In the financial year 2013-14, as part of punitive
action, 63 cases involving 127 officials were
disposed off pertaining to disciplinary proceedings,
resulting in imposition of major penalties against
89 officials and minor penalties against 37 officials.
Further, in 47 cases disciplinary proceedings have
been initiated during the year 2013-14.

Vigilance Awareness Week 2013 was also
organized throughout the country and various
awareness programmes were organized.

As part of EASI project, "Vigilance Production
Module" is under implementation. Old cases are
being populated in the Module. This will help in
speedy vigilance clearance required for various
purposes to the employees.

ACCOUNTING CONVENTION :

The Balance Sheet, Profit and Loss Account, Cash Flow Statement and the Revenue Accounts are
drawn up in accordance with the provisions of Section 11(1) & (1A) of the Insurance Act, 1938, read
with the relevant provisions of the Companies Act, 1956 . The said statements are prepared on historical
cost convention, accrual basis of accounting and comply with the Insurance Regulatory and Development
Authority (Preparation of Financial Statements and Auditors' Report of Insurance Companies)
Regulations, 2002 and conform to the statutory provisions, applicable accounting standard and practices
prevailing in the general insurance industry in India except as otherwise stated.

For preparation of the financial statements, estimates and assumptions wherever necessary are
considered on prudent basis. Any revision to the accounting estimates is recognized prospectively.

Shareholders’ and Policyholders’ Fund

Shareholders' fund comprises of share capital, general reserve and capital reserve. The
policyholders' fund cornprises of reserve for unexpired risk and provision for outstanding claims.

Inward returns from foreign insurance companies received upto 31%t March and returns from
Indian companies received upto 3 quarter of the current year and the 4™ quarter of the previous
year are incorporated in the accounts.

Re-insurance cessions is done on the basis and to the extent of advice/returns including
amendments/supplements received from operating offices. Wherever full particulars are not
available, cession is done on the basis of information available with the re-insurance department
and/or on the basis of reasonable estimation of probable maximum loss wherever applicable.

Revenue transactions of each quarter in foreign currencies are converted as per the rates of
exchange for such quarter as advised by General Insurance Corporation of India (GIC).

Assets and liabilities in foreign currencies at the end of the year are converted at the rates of
exchange prevailing on that date as advised by GIC.

Exchange gain/loss on conversion of revenue transactions, assets and liabilities in foreign
currencies are accounted for as revenue.

Exchange difference on account of transaction of the balances relating to foreign branch (non-
integral) is accumulated in a Foreign Currency Translation Reserve until the closure of the
operation. On the closure of this non-integral operation, the cumulative amount of the differences
which have been deferred will be recognized as income or as expenses in the year of such closure.

Claims are considered to be reported in the following manner:

(a) in respect of direct business in India on the basis of claim intimations received upto the
year end,

(b) inrespect of re-insurance business as intimated by insurance companies/agents upto cut
off date of finalization of accounts.

In case of claims reported wherever supporting information are available, liabilities for claims are
considered on estimated basis. Wherever supportings are not available, provisions are estimated
on current trends and past underwriting experience.

Provisions for claims 'Incurred But Not Reported' (IBNR) are made on the basis of actuarial
valuation.

Provisions in respect of motor third party claims, where court summons have been served on the
company without adequate policy particulars, are made to the extent of 1/3 of the estimated
value of such unidentified claims and for claims remaining unidentified over one year, full provision
is made, in accordance with the existing practice.

RESERVE FOR UNEXPIRED RISK :

Reserves for unexpired risk is created as the amount representing that part of the net premium
written which is attributable to, and to be allocated to the succeeding accounting periods and the
reserves created in the preceding year is adjusted there against at the rate prescribed in the
Insurance Act, 1938 subject to relaxation allowed by IRDA.

Reserve for premium deficiency is calculated and disclosed where the sum of expected claims
costs, related expenses and maintenance costs exceed the related unearned premium.

LOANS AND INVESTMENTS :

Cost of investments includes brokerage, share transfer stamps, fees, taxes etc. Incentives
received are deducted from cost.

Investments are valued as per IRDA Regulations as follows:

(a) Debt Securities: Debt securities including Government securities considered as "held to
maturity" securities and are measured at historical cost and the premium paid is amortized
over the residual period of maturity.

The premium arises where book value (BV) of the securities is greater than its face value
(FV) and the same (BV-FV) is amortized uniformly over residual life of the security.

(b) Equity Securities traded in active markets: Listed equity shares which are traded in
active markets are measured at Fair Value as at the Balance Sheet date. Forthe purpose
of calculation of fair value, the market price of the actively traded securities is taken at the
lower of the last quoted closing price at the National Stock Exchange (NSE) or Bombay
Stock Exchange (BSE). Unrealised gain/loss arising due to changes in the fair value of
listed and actively traded equity shares is taken to equity under the head "Fair Value Change
Account".

In the case of listed and actively traded equity shares, capital is considered to be impaired
if the break-up value of a particular security is less than its face value or where the current
break-up value is not available. For this purpose the break-up value is arrived at as per the
latest Balance Sheet, which should not be more than 1 (one) year prior to the date of

valuation. When capital is impaired and there is three years' history of continuous loss or if
the published annual accounts are not available for the last three years, equity shares are
valued at lower of cost or market value.

Unlisted and other than actively traded Equity Securities: These are measured at
historical cost subject to impairment.

In the case of unlisted and other than actively traded equity shares when capital is impaired
and there is three years' history of continuous loss or if the annual accounts are not available
for last three years, such equity share are written down to the break-up value where it is
positive otherwise to a nominal value of ¥1/- per Company.

Capital is considered to be impaired if the break-up value of share is less than its face value
or where the current break-up value is not available. For this purpose the break-up value is
arrived at as per the latest balance sheet, which should not be more than one year prior to
the date of valuation.

In other cases where break-up value is less than acquisition cost or unavailable as per
latest balance sheet not more than one year prior to date of valuation but there is no such
history of continuous losses, provision is made equivalent to the difference in acquisition
cost and the break-up value of the share. When the break-up value is negative, provision
shall be difference between the acquisition cost and a nominal value of ¥1/- per Company.

Preference Shares: Preference Shares is valued at cost subject to amortization of
premium, Impairment in Preference Shares is recognized where the company is making
losses continuously for the three immediately preceding years and whose capital is eroded
or where the annual accounts for three immediately preceding years are not available. In
case of impairment it is valued as under:

i) If the equity shares of the company are actively traded, its preference shares are
written down to a value, which is in the same proportion that the market value of the
equity share bears to its face value.

ii) If the equity shares of the company are unlisted/thinly traded, its preference shares
are written down to a value, which is in the same proportion that the break up value of
equity share bears to its face value. Where the break up value of equity shares is
negative or where the latest published annual accounts is not available one year prior
to the date of valuation, the preference shares are written down to a nominal value of
%1/- per Company.

Loans and Debentures: Loans (including Debentures) are measured at historical cost
subject to impairment provision. The impairment provision is done on the basis of guidelines
prescribed by IRDA.

Prudential norms for loans and debentures, as prescribed by IRDA regarding recognition of
income, provisioning for non-performing assets etc., are followed by the Company. Further
the value of security is also ascertained based on asset coverage ratio as per latest available
published annual accounts with “Capitaline'. Where asset coverage ratio is less than one,
additional coverage is provided for the uncovered portion.

Investment in units of Mutual Fund is valued on Net Assets Value (NAV) basis and unrealized gair/
loss is recognized in 'Fair Value Change Account'.

Investment Properties - Real Estates are valued at historical cost less depreciation and
impairment loss.

Interest, dividend and rent income, net of expenses and profit/loss on sale/realisation of
investments, are apportioned between Revenue Accounts (Policyholders' Account) and Profit
and Loss Account (Shareholders' Account) in the ratio of policyholders' fund and shareholders'
fund balances at the beginning of the year. The same is further apportioned to Fire, Marine and
Miscellaneous Revenue Accounts in proportion to the respective policyholders' fund at the
beginning of the year.

EXPENSES OF MANAGEMENT/OPERATING EXPENSES

Expenses of Management, other than those charged to Profit and Loss Account, are apportioned to the
Revenue Accounts on the basis of Gross Direct Premium plus Reinsurance Acceptance Premium
giving weightage of 75% for Marine business and 100% for Fire and Miscellaneous business.

Deferred tax asset is not recognized
unless there is virtual certainty that sufficient future taxable income will be available against which such
deferred tax assets will be realized.
